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Abstract

According to the Thailand’s Tourism Cluster which has already been announced into
9 clusters, this project aims to study and assess the appropriateness of area across the country to
be designated as an additional tourism cluster. By interviewing with executives of government
agencies and private sector organizations, who are involved in driving the tourism policy, together
with tourism experts, and survey research on opinions of stakeholders at each region for 6 times,
which 4 regions consist of Northern, Northeastern, Central, and Southern Thailand, the study can
specify more 6 clusters of tourism which are; 1) Living Old Cities Tourism Cluster; 2) Northeastern
Geological Tourism Cluster; 3) Way of Life in Coastline of the Gulf of Thailand Tourism Cluster;
4) Dong Phayayen-Khao Yai Forest Complex Tourism Cluster; 5) Way of Life in Songkhla Lake Basin
Tourism Cluster; and 6) Southern Border Multicultural Tourism Cluster. The results of this study
have been approved by the National Tourism Policy Committee and relevant organizations will

proclaim the tourism clusters in accordance with relevant procedures and regulations further.
