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Abstract

This study examines the reasons for the countries to establish their own national
space agencies. The outcomes of the examination were to create the space economy,
securitize national security space defense and protection, encourage space research
development, and to accommodate international obligations in space activities. Moreover,
the mandates and legal status of the National Space Agencies of 11 countries across the
world were investigated and compared to find out the model of the National Space Agency
that is best suited to the context of Thailand.

The result of the study suggested that the establishment of the National Space
Agency of Thailand should be an Independent Administrative Authority acting as a central
space agency. For the first five years of the establishment of the organization, it should act
as the operator of the state in the space industry (Operator), as a center for space research
and development advocating private sectors to invest in the national aerospace industry
(Promoter) and act as a Regulator of space operations. However, at the end of the first five
year period, the evaluation of the performance of duties and the law on the establishment
of the National Space Agency should be revised.
