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Abstract

The Assessment of Strong and Sustainable Community Development Project 2018 is
a continuation from 2017. The scope this year covered 119 communities, 29 of level-1,
40 of level-2, and 50 of level-3, across the country. Assessment of Level-1 and level-2
communities were responsible by NHA while those of level-3 were conducted by
Thammasat University. The framework of assessment comprised 3 dimensions i.e.,Leadership
& Community Management, Economic, and Environment & Quality of Life, 8 indicators and
results in a total score of 100.

Al level-3 communities passed the assessment criteria, compared with 30 out of 40 from
level 2 and 25 out of 29 from level 1, a total of passed 105 out of 119. The scores of level-1
communities ranged from 20.50 to 96.00 with the average of 62.69; the passing criteria was 50.
Level-2’s scores ranged from 36.00 to 93.00 with the mean of 69.86; the passing criteria was 60. The
average score of Level-3 was 79.38 with the range between 70.00 to 100.00; the passing criteria was
70. Among level-3 communities, five of them scored over 90.00 and were capable to serve as a
model for others to leamn from, especially Rayong (Wang Wha) community. Meanwhile, level-3
communities whose scored between 70 to 75 were cautioned for their continual improvement so
they could stay firmly in the level 3

Recommendations for further development of the communities are as follows:

® Selective Development: The strengths and weaknesses of each community are
different, therefore each must focus on their own weaknesses. One development

policy for all will not work.

® Alternative KPIs: The type, age, and size of communities are quite varied and that
also creates a problem with a fixed set of KPIs. One solution is to provide a set of
equivalent KPIs under each assessment criterion so that the communities can choose

KPIs that fit with their history and characteristics.



® Promoting Best Practices: Communities qualified as a role model for development

should be promoted for knowledge sharing and site visits.

® Expediting Infrastructure Transfer to Relevant Local Authority: This should be
done as soon as possible for every community to relieve its burden and to invite

participation from the local government authority.
