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Abstract

This research aims to explore knowledge and ways to reform in criminal justice
process and to make policy recommendations for driving the Thailand reform as a whole
and in four work systems consisting of Investigation system, Prosecutor system, Court and
judicial system and the punishment system. This study employs qualitative research
methods by surveying and reviewing research papers with in-depth interviews and a small
group discussion with criminal justice agencies, academics, experts and administrators and
practitioners.

We found that 1) should be use more of information technology in the judicial
process, 2) emphasizing participation of civil society, 3) reform the organizational structure in
the justice process, 4) Urgent reform of the police department by reducing the work of
investigative officers without having to bind the police to all cases and try to balance of
power between the police and the prosecutor, 5) Adjust the salary structure and manpower
and 6) use of alternative justice processes by establish of an agency responsible for
mediation of disputes specifically and abolition of some criminal laws that are inconsistent

with current social conditions.
