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Abstract

Revenues from tourism industry highly contribute to the economy, making their
impacts both directly and indirectly, while stimulating production and resource utilization.
This phenomenon could be stated as ‘Multiplier Effects of Tourism’. This paper calculates
and explains the ‘Multiplier Effects of Tourism’ in the Designated Area for Sustainable
Tourism in Thailand, all six Designated Areas promoted and developed by the Designated
Areas for Sustainable Tourism Administration (Public Organization) or DASTA. Datum are
drawn from either census or samples selected through geographic information system by
interviewing 130 business owners of 12 business categories categorized according to the
Tourism Satellite Account (TSA) in order to obtain direct revenue, indirect revenue and
induced effect occurred in 2015. Results of this study would present DASTA’s economic
impact in the Designated Area for Sustainable Tourism Thailand, provide the baseline data

for future quantitative comparison and development.
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
